During the past year the centre continued to enjoy the whole-
hearted active support of the community. A new record with respect to total
participation in programmes was set for the second year in a row. Such
devoted use of the facility has continued to demonstrate strong community
participation and support for our activities.

We now have more space for
regular programmes as well as spontaneous community events.

However, the renovations are not stopping. To complete the com-
plex, a new roof for the pool and the addition of a health spa area are
next on the agenda.

Kerrisdale has also entered into the computer age with the
purchase of a unit which will eventually be developed to offer "on-line",
"over-the-counter" service to the public.

A Tlandscaping project is also planned to help beautify the ex-
terior of the building as well as Centennial Park near Yew Street. AIll of
these projects would not be possible if it were not for the hard work and
financing by the Kerrisdale Society board members. For years the Society
has supported staff recommendations and requirements, and this era is no
exception,

The dedication of my staff, from the Programmers (Cheryl, Pam and
Sharon), to the clericals (Shirley, Kay, Betty, Nola, Rosina and Onno),
the building maintenance staff, (Angelo, Tim, Jerry and Ed,) and including
every part-time instructor, - these people are the heart of what makes
Kerrisdale one of the most successful centres in the city. As out-going
Coordinator of the centre it has been a privelege to work with these
people for such a long time.

CENTRE RECREATION PROGRAMMER'S REPORT

1987 was definitely a year to be proud of. The centre experienced
its busiest year ever. Out total participation figure reached an all-time
high of 205,421 (a 19% increase over 1986) and we continue to have a very
Tow cancellation rate because of our top quality recreation programmes.

When we think of the year's highlights, one can't forget all the
successful special events. We changed the format of the Easter Carnival and
it was a huge success. The preschool party was held in the large gym with
approximately 150 in attendance. The parachute games, face-painting, Care
Bears guest appearance and Easter Egg Hunt all made for a very enjoyable
event.

The children's party (6-10 years) had approximately 70 in attend-
ance. In addition to some of the preschool activities, they also played
relays and had an excelent magician entertain.

Both Hallowe'en parties were held in the large gym. The pre-
school party had 90 children plus parents. The 6-10 year old's party had
approximately 250 in attendance. The carnival games were very well received,
and the Haunted House a huge success.

A switch from "Breakfast With Santa" to "Dessert With Santa"
was made. Approximately 65 participants enjoyed creating their own sundaes
and the music and entertainment of Mrs. Claus. A special "thank-you" goes
out to Evelyn 0'Connor for all the hard work she put forth for all these
events,

The Health Unit moved out of its area in June. This has given
us additional programming space. Babysitting has been moved to that area.
We are looking forward to renovations which will create some larger programme
rooms.

The early planning stages of the new youth programme, KIXS,
started in late November. A new youth leader has been hired. Five local
secondary schools were surveyed to determine the needs and interests of teens.
These results are available in a Youth Survey Summary Report. One of my
1988 goals will be to see that the KIXS teen programme gets off the ground
and flies! It is long overdue that we start offering some teen activities.

Looking ahead, I am anxious and excited about the centre's new
computer. It will be a challenge to see computerization assist us in
our operations.

I'd 1ike to-thank all the dedicated board members, staff and
volunteers who made Kerrisdale such a successful centre. 1 am thankful
to work with such a supportive and cooperative team.
